The USCG has issued a notice stating that 

with effect from the 22nd of August 2008, 

it will begin enforcing the requirements 

for owners and operators of any vessel 

over 400gt (regardless of Private or  

Commercial Registry) operating in US 

waters to prepare and submit a Non 

Tank Vessel Response Plan (or NTVRP) in 

accordance with the requirements of the 

Coast Guard and Maritime Transportation 

Act of 2004. The plan must include 

descriptions of �training, equipment 

testing, periodic unannounced drills, 

and response actions of persons on the 

vessel���  Make sure your plans are 

still active!
